If you have an after-hours or weekend need for one of our
ministerial staff, please call. We are here for you!
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It s too late to prepare for a storm
once it has begun. Our preparation must
come beforehand or else we are at the
storm’s mercy.

My storm started in 2007 with a
diagnosis of Pulmonary Fibrosis. I had
never heard of this disease and it was a
devastating shock to me and my family.

Pulmonary Fibrosis is a scarring of the
lung tissue. Its path is unpredictable for
it progresses at different rates in different
individuals. You slowly run out of being
able to intake oxygen. For most, it’s a
death sentence and the only possible
“cure” is a lung transplant.

My family and [ spent most of 2007
investigating options for dealing with this
disease. It consumed our lives. Would
I see my daughters graduate from high
school or get married? Would I make it to
Christmas? Getting ready for work was a
chore and quite frankly, there were days I
just couldn’t.

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Life became a time of soul-searching
and preparing for whatever the Lord had
coming next.

By the middle of 2007 my wife and I
looked seriously at listing me for a double-
lung, or bilateral, transplant at Vanderbilt
Medical Center in Nashville, TN.
Nashville is where I grew up so it felt right,
it was comfortable and it was home.

In October of 2007 we were told
nothing was guaranteed and getting listed
for a transplant was a LONG process.

We were also told about what I called the
“Goldilocks Syndrome,” meaning that you
couldn’t be too sick or too healthy to be
listed, you had to be just right. All of this
was in God’s hands and all we could do
was wait.

In December [ was scheduled for a
week’s worth of testing at the end of
January 2008. By that time, I was on full-
time oxygen and had to stop working at
the end of December. By mid-February
our prayers were answered and God’s
direction revealed. I was officially listed as
a candidate for a double-lung transplant!

We relocated to Nashville, moved
in with my mother, and began our wait.
“Expect to wait 18 months for the “call,”
they told us. I placed my life in the hands
of our loving heavenly Father. Lord, you
created me, you've numbered my days.
Whether I live or die is in your hands.
You are sovereign and so I commit my life

to you and simply trust you to provide
the healing I need whether it’s in this
world or the next. Amen.

Our miracle happened on July 3.
After four months and three days on
the transplant list, yes, [ was counting,
we received the call that a beautiful pair
of lungs had become available and to
come to the hospital. Life went into slow
motion and in many ways seemed like a
dream. The Lord had provided; without
a doubt, His plan was being revealed and
fulfilled in my life.

Twenty days later I was released from
Vanderbilt and after three months of rehab
went home to be with my family!

Even if we’re not fully prepared
when storms begin, the Lord reveals so
much of Himself to us in the midst of
them. We come out of the storm with a
fresh perspective spiritually and a deeper
understanding of who God is and how He
works during those times.

David is the familiar smiling face you
see at the piano each Sunday in the
sanctuary praising God with his gift. He
joined our music ministry in July of last
year and serves whenever his health
allows. Continue to pray for David and
his family as God continues to move in
miraculous ways!
