   *Place a tablecloth or large 
towel on the floor.  Pour clean 
sand, uncooked rice or pasta 
pieces in a large open con-
tainer.  Provide measuring 
cups, funnels, and different 
sized small containers for fill-
ing, pouring and measuring. 
    *Allow your child to help you 
with daily kid-friendly chores 
such as taking the clothes out 

of the dryer or dry-dusting the 
furniture.  Make the activity a 
game - see who has the     
biggest pile of laundry or who 
can sweep up the most dust.  
   *Snuggle your child in your 
lap and read together, sing   
together, count together, pray 
together.  
The "together" is the most 
important part! 

Need some ideas to keep your 
preschooler entertained while 
indoors?  Perhaps the follow-
ing "tried and true" activities 
will help. 
    *Eat meals in an unusual 
place such as on the living 
room floor, in a clean bathtub, 
under the kitchen table.  Let 
your child help you plan and 
setup these special "picnics". 
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privileges or inexpensive rewards 
at a later time. 

You'll also need to be consistent 
with consequences, or your child 
will quickly learn that you don't 
mean what you say. That's why 
it's crucial to follow through with 
a promised outcome even when 
you're tired. 

Finally, consequences need to be 
powerful. If a positive or negative 
consequence doesn't matter to 
your child, it won't change her 
behavior. For 
example, earning 
points toward a 
new outfit for her 
doll may be a 
powerful motiva-

What it looks like 

Consequences can be both      
positive and negative. Parents can 
use positive consequences when 
they want to encourage a good 
behavior and negative              
consequences when they want to     
discourage a bad behavior. 

In order for consequences to 
work, they need to be immediate. 
Kids have short attention spans. 
You can increase the immediacy 
of a consequence by using tokens 
or a point system. Immediately 
award your child points or tokens 
for positive behavior and deduct 
them for negative behavior. These 
can then be cashed in for special 

tor for a 7-year-old girl, but she 
may not care about that a year 
from now. 

As you learn to use consequences 
effectively — instead of nagging, 
yelling or making threats — you'll 
find that interactions with your 
kids will improve. Your children 
will clearly understand what's 
expected of them, and you'll feel 
more confident in your role as a 
parent. Of course, you should 
always administer consequences 
in the context of a warm,          
supportive relationship. 
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
